Report From The 2009 Scottish Gathering

The Scottish Internal Gathering in Edinburgh was held July
24th through July 27th, 2009. This marked the first time
that so many Scottish Chiefs assembled at one time for a
single gathering. In all, over 100 Chiefs attended the
conference on Friday at the Scottish Parliament building
with many more attendlng the Scottish Games and parade.

Approximately 47,000
people, from at least 40
countries, attended the
event in Holyrood Park on
Saturday and Sunday to
mark the largest games in
Scottish History. A great
surprise to all in attendance

was Pnnce Charles opening the games on Saturday.

The US had a great showing at the 2009 Deuchars World
Highland Games Heavy events with Sean Betz and Larry
Brock from the US taking second and third place,
respectively. First place went to Aaron Neighbour from
Australia.

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My most memorable event was
marching with Clan Donald up
the Royal Mile. There were
over 8,000 participants in the g
parade, while 10,000 people =
lined the Royal Mile. | was |
overwhelmed with emotion to
see so many people displaying
their love for all things Scottish.

One interesting observation made at the Friday Clan
Convention was that the forty million of Scottish descent in
other countries celebrate their Scottish heritage more than
the Scots in Scotland. For many years Scotland has
witnessed a decline in the popularity of Highland Games
and a near extinction of clan activity. However, the
opposite is true in some countries, especially in North
America, where clan membership exceeds 100,000 and
over 300 Highland Games and festivals are held each year.
