With the increased migration from Eastern Europe and 
Islamic countries into Western Europe, I thought it might 
be interesting to examine the current ethnic and religious 
composition of Scotland. 

Scotland is changing, with a higher increase of foreign 
born residents than either England or Wales.  However, 
the starting base was so low that this immigration, so far, 
has had little impact on the broad make-up of the 
Scottish population.  As of the 2001 British census, 
Scotland had a population of 5,062,011 of which 
4,960,334, or 97.9%, classified themselves as white.  
Subcontinent Asians, the majority of whom are 
Pakistanis, were 55,007, or 1.08% of the population.  
Blacks were 8,025 or 0.15%.  Chinese were 16,310 or 
0.32%.  The remainder either classified themselves as 
mixed race or denoted another ethnic group. 

Since the 2001 Census was carried out, the Scottish 
Executive has actively encouraged immigration into 
Scotland through a program called the Fresh Talent 
initiative.  This was due to the fears that a shrinking 
population would hinder economic development. 
Scotland covers an area of 78,772 square kilometers 
which means that there are, on average, only 64 people  

 for each square kilometer.  For England the figure is 
377,and for Wales it’s 140.  During the two year period 
from June 2004, an estimated 32,000 people from 
Eastern Europe came to Scotland.  The vast majority of 
these, some 20,000, were from Poland.  At a rate of 
16,000 per year, these Eastern Europeans are unlikely to 
affect the cultural identity of Scotland.  

As for religious diversity, 3,290,300, or 65% classified 
themselves as members of a Christian denomination, the 
vast majority, 42%, being the Church of Scotland.  
Secularism is also quite evident, as 1,417,363, or 28%, 
claimed to not have any religious affiliation at all.  The 
remaining 7% broke down into as follows:  about 40,000 
Muslims, 5,000 each of Buddhists, Sikhs, Jews, and 
Hindus.  The remaining 275,000 odd Scots either 
provided no answer or listed another religion. 

On a personal note, Lynne and I used to import goods 
from Scotland for our three shops located in Western 
New England. On one buying trip we were in Glasgow 
and went to see a gentleman by the name of Anthony 
Miscofsky who manufactured Inverness capes for 
bagpipe bands under the label of Mr. Anthony.  While at

his home, Lynne noticed a menorah on his mantel.  “Well, you’re a 
rare bird I said to him.”  “Yes,” he replied, “ there are only about 
6,000 of us in all of Scotland, but I was meant to be an American.”  
The story of how his family got to Scotland fits both Jewish and 
Scottish stereotypes. 

During the Russian Revolution, Scots sea captains would sail 
from Dundee to ports of the three Baltic States, Latvia, Lithuania, 
and Estonia, offering the cheapest fares to America.  Mr. 
Anthony’s grandparents contracted with one of these captains for 
passage to America but were taken to Dundee, and told that they 
were in America.  So they adapted, and their grandson is a Scot 
rather than an American.
